The players, selected predominantly from New Zealand Football’s National Talent Centres, will assemble for an Auckland-based camp in the July school holidays, the first step towards qualifying for the World Cup finals via the OFC U-17 Women’s Championship early next year. 

With two-thirds of the players from outside of Auckland the squad has a broader geographical spread than recent age-group women’s squads, a fact not lost on its Auckland-based coach. 

“It’s not just the odd player from outside of Auckland, there are a large number of quality players in the regions so that’s a testament to both the growth of the women’s game but also the great work taking place in those areas,” Temple said. 

“It’s early days yet for these players. They have managed to catch the eye so far but there is a massive amount of work to come yet and many challenges to overcome but that journey is the exciting part.”
